A total of $120,000,000 in California Competes Grant funds are available for
allocation in the 2023-2024 fiscal year. The maximum grant award is $36 million. Priority will
be given for applicants whose grant will be used to secure federal CHIPS funding; these
applicants are not subject to the maximum award.
